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Grades will be based on the following scale:  Advanced, Proficient Basic, Below Basic, Far Below Basic.  This scale is translated into 100 percentage “points,” as seen below.  Different types of assignments will be weighted according to the amount of work and level of importance.  Minor assignments will follow the 100 percentage point scale—these include daily assignments.  Moderate assignments will be two times the scale (200 points)—these include work such as a collection of notes or short responses.  Major assignments will be three times the scale (300 points)—these include essays and projects, such as a presentation.

· sharpen the saw—as unique individuals, we all have different ways of reenergizing ourselves; know how to keep your mind and body healthy so you can contribute positively to our community.
