Guide to Works Cited Pages MLA Format

Basic Rules

· Begin your Works Cited page on a separate page at the end of your research paper. It should have the same one-inch margins and last name, page number header as the rest of your paper.

· Label the page Works Cited and center the words Works Cited at the top of the page.

· Double space all citations, but do not skip spaces between entries.

· Indent the second and subsequent lines of citations five spaces so that you create a hanging indent.

· List page numbers of sources efficiently, when needed. If you refer to a journal article that appeared on pages 225 through 250, list the page numbers on your Works Cited page as 225-50.
· Use n.p. for no publisher and n.d. for no publishing date.
New MLA Guidelines as of 2009

· For every entry, you must determine the Medium of Publication. Most entries will likely be listed as Print or Web sources, but other possibilities may include Film, CD-ROM, or DVD.

· Writers are no longer required to provide URLs for Web entries. However, if your instructor or publisher insists on them, include them in angle brackets after the entry and end with a period. For long URLs, break lines only at slashes.

Basic Format for a book: Last name, First name. Title of Book. Place of publication: Publisher, year of publication. Medium of publication.
Book with one author

Book with two authors

Tillich, Paul and Moore, Robert C. The Research Process. New York: Harvard University Press, 1990.

     Print.

***If there are more than three authors, cite the first author only and use et al. ***

Book with an editor

An Article in a Reference Book
(look at the end of the article for author’s name)

White, J.W. “Ancient Egypt.” World Book Encyclopedia, 2001. Print
Multivolume set – if you use more than 1 volume, list all volumes in the set.

Funk and Wagonalls Standard Dictionary of Foklore, Mythology    
     and Legend. Ed. Maria Leach and Jerome Fried. 2 vols. New York: Crowell, 1950. Print.
Online Database

World Wide Web – Internet

If items are not available or do not apply, skip those and go onto the next.

Format: Author’s name. “Title of Work.” Sponsor. Date created. Medium. Date Accessed.
Mabillard, Amanda. “Shakespeare of Stratford.” Shakespeare Online. 2003. Web. 27 May 2012.
Periodicals

Format: Author. “Title of article.” Journal title, volume number, (year of pub), pg nos.

(Magazine)

Murr, Andrew. “The High Cost of Defense.” Newsweek 21 Mar. (1994): 70.

(Newspaper)

Manning, Anita. “Curriculum Battles from Left and Right.” USA Today. 2 Mar. 1994: 5D

Parenthetical Citations

To quote directly from a text, place the author and page number of your source in parenthesis right after the information you are citing.

“Sixty percent of women over forty have high blood pressure” (Corning 8)

Or

Dr. Corning states, “Sixty percent of women over forty have high blood pressure” (8).

If not author is given, use a keyword from the title to identify your source.

“People who have already had one heart attack are encouraged by doctors to prevent another by taking one aspirin a day to thin their blood” (Prevention 5-6).
